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 To:  All parties interested in hosting the 2011 National “AMERICA’S BEST” School Bus Technician’s Competition
The NAPT (National Association for Pupil Transportation) has been active in holding a national “AMERICA’S BEST” school bus technician competition each year to recognize a national “technician of the year” in two categories, “diagnostic” and “bus inspection”.  Every year the competition is held in a different state from the previous year, TASBT (Texas Association of School Bus Technicians) has been invited to host this event in Texas in 2011 and has accepted the honor to do so.  We have had technicians compete at the national level for the last three years and have sent executive committee members to observe, bring back ideas to help our competition grow and better prepare our technicians to compete. 

The following is a projection of the venue and series of events for the competition; this event covers four days, the first being a Tuesday when the competitors arrive to the host hotel to meet everyone competing and involved with the competition.  The second day, Wednesday, a tour of some type for the competitors is normally planned, generally some type of automotive based tour (auto building plant, tire plant, etc.) with an opportunity that day for TASBT to give a presentation outlining our organization, it’s history and technician certification program.  The competition is planned for Thursday; this would entail the use of a total of six shop bays along with the use of six newer buses over an eight hour period.  Several rooms would be needed to accommodate required seminar attendance by the competitors, a classroom for the written test along with a larger room for a vendor trade show area along with a place to eat lunch.  That evening would be a “fun night” giving the competitors an opportunity to enjoy an amusement park or some other type of fun leisure event. Friday, the last day, is dedicated to talking about the competition, handing out awards and having lunch.  Generally Friday’s activities are completed by one o’clock with everyone heading home.

TASBT has been contacted by several school districts interested in hosting this event at their facility and would like for any vendor/school district wishing to host this event equal consideration.  Every city or area is unique in what it has to offer as far as extracurricular activities and facilities.  Other necessities for this event would be gathering information for a “host” hotel, catering and transportation for approximately one hundred people to get to the various venues and events each day.  A great part of this event is made possible by the generous support of a host of vendors that share the common interest and goals nationwide of our school bus technicians and supporting the school bus industry overall.

The above is a detailed synopsis of what the “AMERICA’S BEST” national school bus technician’s competition is about and what is required to host a competition of this magnitude.  Attached is a form we would like each interested party to look over and fill out and send back to TASBT to assist our Executive Committee in making a decision where the 2011 national school bus technician’s competition will be hosted.  TASBT thanks you for your interest in helping to further the recognition of “AMERICA’S BEST” men and women who maintain our school buses and keep them safe for all of our school children.
